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SAFE DRIVING
REGULATIONS OF SAFE DRIVING

| .Before a driving, the motoreycle must be checked carefully to ensure that it is in

 good condition, or accidents as well as damage of parts may happen.

- 2.To avoid accidents during a driving, please pay your attention to the following:

(1) Wear observable clothes. Do not wear loose clothes, for it may hook the steering
bar, kick-starter, footrests to cause accidents.

(2) Obey the national and the local traffic regulations.

(3) Keep proper distance from other vehicles and operate signal lamps, horn etc.
correctly.

(@) Do not make over-speed driving.

(5) Turning or changing your driving channel, please turn on thewinkers to draw
other drivers” attention.

(6) Be careful especially when at a crossroads, the entrance of a parking lot or on an

automobile channel.

PROTECTIVE DEVICES

|.Wear a helmet, a face shield, a pair of dust glasses, a pair of gloves etc.so as 1o
ensure a safe driving.

2 Riders should wear long boot or clothes shielding their legs to keep from being
burnt, for the temperature of the exhaust muffler is very high during the driving.

REFITTING

Caution

Do not refit or replace the original parts of the motorcycle illegally.

Please inform us of your propose in refitting, we will appreciate it.

Loading

|.Loaded goods within the allowable mass limit should be fixed firmly and properly
on the motorcycle to keep the balance of it or it may affect the steering of the motor-
cycle.

2.Adjust tyre pressure according to the loaded goods mass.

3.Do not hang big and heavy thing to the steering bar, or steering of the motorcycle
may become difficult and dangerous.

4.The loading mass of the vehicle over the max limit(75kgs) is forbidden.

5.The max loading mass: 1.5kgs for the carrage box, 10kgs for the luggage box and
3.0kgs for the rear carrier.

Accessories

Accessories produced by the company have been designed specially and have been
tested, other accessories produced by other companies, which haven’t been tested in
our company. are beyond our responsibility.

If some accessories will be instailed on your vehicle, special attention has to be paid
to the following:

I.Be sure that the accessories won't block your view on driving and won’t reduce the
ground clearance or side leaning angle.

2.Be sure that the accessories won’t do harm to the driving of the motoreycle.
3.Do not fix accessories such as electric devices, otherwise it may affect the illumi-

& nation on driving and even the normal function of the engine.

FUEL INDICATOR

The fuel indicator(S)shows the fuel capacity remaining in the fuel tank. When the needle

is at = F 7 (full), 1t indicates the total capacity of the fuel including that in the reserve tank

is 6.3L; when the needle is at the beginning point of the red zone (©), it indicates the fuel

i1s so few that you have to fill the fuel as soon as possible: when the needle is at “ N 7 of the

red zone, it indicates the remainder of the fuel tank is about 1.2L.
IGNITION LOCK(Fig.8)

The ignition lock is located below the right of the steering stem pipe. kg 3
* () "OFF: means that the circuit is off, the engine can’t OFF ON

start and the key can’t be pulled out.

SEAT CUSHION LOCK AND LUGGAGE BOX(Fig.9,10)

The seat cushion lock ) is located under the left of the seat cushion.To unlock it.
plug the seat cushion key into the lock and turn clockwise;to lock the seat cushion,
put it down and then depress it downwards until it is locked.

CAUTION

®Before locking the seat cushion, ensure that the key is outside the luggage box.

SELECTION OF THE FUEL

Fuel is a key factor in deciding the amount of the exhaust emissions and the selec-
tion of the fuel has to follow the regulations in the manual.

Selected fuel must contain no lead or few lead such as gasoline RQ-90# or gasoline
of the number over 90#.

® Do not fill gasoline over the tank mouth and lock the tank well after filling.

® As gasoline is flammable. be sure to stop the engine beforea filling and make the
filling in a well-ventilated placewithout smoking and any fire resources.

®The fuel must be filtered before a filling by filter gauze.

® After a filling, don’t remain the cock lever at the posi-tion of “RES™, or the fuel of

the reserve tank will be used up.
SELECTION OF THE LUBRICANT (Fig.14 ) §

The quality of the lubricant plays a vital role in deciding the
performance and the service life of the engine, so the lubricant
has to be selected by the regulations and other oils such as ordi-

nary engine oil. gear compound and vegetable o1l can’t be used.
The vehicle has been filled with the gasoline engine oil of 15W/400E class in the company.
and the lubricant of 15W/400QW class is only suitable at a temperature range from 40
centigrade to 10 centigrade below zero. If other lubricant is to be used instead, the alter-
native must be technically equivalent in every respect. Viscosity varies with regions and
temperatures, so the lubricant has to be selected according to our recommendation table
(see Fig.14). If the gasoline engine oil of 15W/40QE class can’t be obtained when in
need, the gasoline engine oil of HQB-10#(HQB-6# in the temperature under 10 centi-
grade below zero) may be used instead.

TYRES

Correct tyre pressure will ensure not only the motorcycle at an optimal stability for
driving but also comfort on driving and extended life of a tyre.

CAUTION
Using tyres worn seriously is extremely dangerous, it will do harm to these aspects in
draft load, stability, turning and steering of a drive. Incorrect tyre pressure may cre-
ate abnormal tread wear and tear to cause accidents. Insufficient air pressure of tyres
may make tyres damaged or dropped from wheels.

NOTE

Before a driving, inspect tyre pressure in cold state of the tyre so as to make sure that
no nail or other sharp-pointed things stabbing inside the tyre, inspect the tyre for
distortion. If damage of any kind occurs. please go to our service station for help.
When the tread depth in the middle section of a tyre reaches the following limit,
please replace the tyre. Table 2

INSTRUCTIONS FOR DRIVING
INSPECTING BEFORE DRIVING

The motorcycle must be checked before driven. The following check items only
spend you a few minutes but may ensure you a safe driving.

| .Check the oil level of the lubricant for the engine-fill it when

necessary and check that there 1s no any leakage.

2 .Check the oil level of the fuel-fill fuel into the fuel tank when

necessary and check that there is no any leakage.

3.Check both the front and the rear brakes-check their working states,

ensure to adjust them if the free running is too big or too small,

compared with the stipulated value.

4.Check tyres-check tyre pressure and check wear and injury for both

the front and the rear tyres, if necessary. change them.

5.Check the throttle -check the throttle for operation; check the throttle control cable
[or connection and the throttle boot for free running, replace or adjust them if
necessary.

6.Check illumination and horn-Check that the headlight, tail-light, position lamp,

7.Check the steering system-check it for smoothness and reliability.

8.Check the tightener-check that all the nuts and screws aswell as the shock absorb-
ers are tightened well. (1) Front brake lever
START THE ENGINE(Fig.15-20)

The vehicle 1s equipped with an automatic fuel valve.

PROCEDURE BY THE START BUTTON

lever (1) Fig.15) or the rear brake lever (2) (Fig.16),

3.Set the ignition key 3) (Fig.17)at ON *“ (7)™

4.0pen the throttle boot (4) (Fig.18) a little and then depress
the start button(Fig.18), on the starting of the engine, re-
lease the start button at once.

Note: do not depress the start button over 3 seconds, 10 seconds
later atter your first try fails, try again according to the step 4.
5.During the starting and heating ofthe engine.,besure that the
throttle isopen a little.

6.Ensure to preheat the engine before a driving.

Note: do not make a sudden opening or closing of the throttle,
or it may cause the vehicle moving suddenly and even cause
it out of control; make sure that the vehicle 1s under the user’s
guarding when the engine 1s being preheated.
A\WARNING

® A5 the waste gas exhausted during the starting contains toxic CO, please start the
engine in a spacious and air-ventilated place.

® During a starting, if the rear wheel doesn’s be braked, it will rotate free, once touch

it, it may cause life accidents.

PROCEDURE BY THE KICK-STARTER

|.Do as [-3 steps above in the “Precedure by the start button™.

2.When the throttle is open a little, tread the kick-starter®&quickly and continuously.
Note: the kick-starter hitting its block directly 1s forbidden, for doing like this will

damage the engine box; please lift the kick-starter before it meet 1ts block.

3.Do as 5-6 steps above in the “Procedure by the start button”.

If you can’t start a hot engine, please do the following:

| .Support the vehicle by erecting the main stand and adjust the rear brake.(see Fig.20)
2.8tart the engine while open the throttle boots by one-eighth to one-forth round.

BREAKING-IN

The breaking-in distance 1s 1000kms. which 1s vital for the performance and hife of
the engine. During the breaking-in period, don’t load the vehicle heavily.
(1) 0-150kms Breaking-in

During the driving, be sure that the opening of the throttle boot don’t exceed one-forth of
its total opening. Stop and cool the engine for five to ten minutes every one-hour’s drive.
(2) 150-300kms Breaking-in

During the driving, do not open the throttle boot over half of 1ts total opening. Driv-
ing with open-completely throttle 1s forbidden.

(3) 500-1000kms Breaking-in

During the driving, be sure not to open the throttle boot over three-forthes of its total opening.
Please go to our service station for technical inquiry and repairing when troubles of
the engine occur during breaking-in period.

CAUTION

After the breaking-in period. be sure to conduct maintenance according to the main-
tenance schedule to keep the vehicle at an optimal state with high performance..
which will extend the service life of the engine obviously.
