3.This vehicle is for OPERATOR ONLY.

4.For OFF-ROAD USE ONLY. This vehicle is designed to be operated only on level, off-road surfaces, free of obstacles.

5.1t is illegal to ride this vehicle on public roads or highways. If it is necessary to cross a public road. please get off this vehicle and push it across.
6.Do not operate this vehicle while under the influence of alcohol or drugs. This can impair judgment and result in serious injury or even death.
7.Keep a safe distance between your vehicle and other off-road vehicle.

8.Never ride this vehicle unless it has been properly adjusted and maintained.

9.Do not allow your child to ride without your supervision.

10.Never run the engine in closed area. The exhaust gas contains poisonous carbon monoxide gas (CO).

1 1.Don’t touch any part of the engine and muffler during and even after riding, because it 1s very hot.

PROTECTIVE THINGS

| .Most motorcycle accident fatalities are due to head injuries. ALWAYS wear a helmet. You should also wear a face shield and protective clothing.
2. The exhaust system becomes hot during riding, and it remains hot for a while after stopping the engine. Be careful not to touch the exhaust system while
it is hot. Wear clothing that fully covers your legs.

3.Do not wear loose clothing that could catch on the control levers, kick-starter, footrests or wheels.

REFITTING
/AWARNING

Refitting of the motorcycle, or removal of original parts, may make the vehicle unsafe or illegal. Obey all national and local equipment
regulations.

ACCESSORIES

Genuine accessories by our Co. have been specifically designed and tested on the motorcycle. Because our Co won't test and accessories manufac-
tured by other company/factory, you are personally responsible for selection, installation, and use of them. Always follow the guidelines below:
I.Carefully inspect the accessory to make sure that it does not obscure any lights, reduce ground clearance and banking angel, or limit suspension travel,

steering travel or control operation.
2.Accessories may increase the time that hands or feet operate controls, resulting in increased reaction time 1n an emergency.
3.Do not add electrical equipment that will exceed the vehicle’s electrical system capacity.
4.Do not add any device cooling the engine. 3

LEFT HANDLEBAR CONTROLS (Fig. 12)

Emergency Switch

In normal, the switch is set in middle position: to stop the engine, set
the switch to left or to right.

When stopping the vehicle, depress it to lock the rear wheel; restart-
ing the vehicle, pull in the rear brake lever to spring it up.

Fuel is a key factor in deciding the exhaust emis-
sions amount from the engine, so selection of fuel must
follow the rules below.

Selected fuel must be unleaded or low-leaded gaso-
line with octane No. RQ-90 or higher.

® Gasoline is extremely flammable and is explosive under certain
conditions. Refuel in a well-ventilated area with the engine stopped.
Do not smoke or allow flames or sparks in the area where gasoline is
stored or where the fuel tank is refueled.

®Before refueling, make sure to filter fuel first.

® Do not overfill the tank (there should be no fuel in the filler neck).
After refueling, make sure

the fuel tank cap is closed securely.

® Be careful not to spill fuel when refueling. Spilled fuel or fuel vapor
may ignite. If any fuel is spilled, make sure the area is dry before
starting the engine.

® Avoid repeated or prolonged contact with skin or breathing of vapor.

ENGINE OIL (Fig. 15-2)

The vehicle has been filled with the engine o1l Class SAEISW/40-SE
class before being been delivered, and the lubricant is only suitable at a
temperature range from +40°C to -10°C. If other motor oil is to be used
instead, the alternative must be technically equivalent in every respect. Vis-
cosity varies with regions and temperatures, so the lubricant has to be se-
lected according to our recommendation (see Fig.15). If the gasoline engine
o1l Class SAEISW/40-SE can not be obtained when in need, the gasoline
engine 01l No. HQB-10 (or No. HQB-6 in regions where the temperature 1s
under -10°C) is available.

Before replacing the lubricant, please drain the oil out completely
remaining in the crankcase, and clean the inside by cleansing kerosene, then
fill new one instead.

Running the engine with insufficient oil can cause serious damage

to engine.

TYRES

Proper air pressure will provide maximum stability, riding comfort
and tyre life.
Check tyre pressure frequently and adjust if necessary.
Select the right replacement tyres in accordance with the specifica-
tions shown in the table 1.
