.~ carefully the product nameplate, VIN record and engine code in the motorcycle, which you have bought, and they are helpful for future inquiry.

NOTE

A note is used to give helpful information.

This manual should be considered as a permanent part of the motorcycle and should remain with the motorcycle when resold.
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MOTORCYCLE SAFE RIDING

AWARNING
Motorcycle riding requires special efforts on your part to ensure your

safety. Know these requirements below before you ride.

SAFE RIDING RULES

- 1.Always make a pre-ride inspection before you start the engine. You may
prevent accident or equipment damage.
2 Many accidents involve inexperienced riders. Most countries require a
special motorcycle riding test or license. Make sure you are qualified before
' you ride. NEVER lend your motorcycle to an inexperienced rider.
3.Many automobile/motorcycle accidents happen because the automobile
~ driver does not “see” the motorcyclist.
Make yourself conspicuous to help avoid the accident that wasn’t your fault:
® Wear bright or reflective clothing.

@Don’t ride in another motorist’s “blind spot™.
| 4.0bey all national and local laws and regulations.
Excessive speed is a factor in many accidents. Obey the speed limits, and
- NEVER travel faster than conditions warrant.

Signal before you make a turn or lane change to draw other motorists’
attention.
5.Don’t let other motorists surprise you.

Use extra caution at intersections, parking lot entrances and exits, and
. always remember to ride with both hands and keep both feet on the rider
footrests.

PROTECTIVE CLOTHS

1.Most motorcycle accident fatalities are due to head injuries. ALWAYS
wear a helmet. You should also wear a face shield and protective clothing.
2.The exhaust system becomes hot during operation, and it remains hot for
a while after stopping the engine. Be careful not to touch the exhaust system
while it is hot. Wear clothing that fully covers your legs.

3.Do not wear loose clothing that could catch on the control levers, kick-

starter, footrests or wheels.

REFITTING

/AWARNING
Arbitrarily refitting the motorcycle or removing the original parts may

make riding unsafe, and is illegal also. The user must obey all national

and local laws and regulation in relation to vehicle and traffic.

LOADING AND ACCESSORIES

/AWARNING
To prevent an accident, take extreme care when adding accessories and

cargo and riding with them. Addition of accessories and cargo may re-
duce a motorcycle’s stability, performance and safe operating speed.
Remember these performances may be reduced by installation of the
accessories not produced by the company, improper loading, worn tyre
and overall motorcycle conditions, poor road or weather conditions.

These general guidelines may help you decide whether or how to equip

oy °" motorcycle, and how to load it safely.



Loading DESCRIPTION

|.Keep cargo and accessory weight low and close to the center of the
motorcycle. Load weight equally on both sides to minimize imbalance. As PARTS LOCATION (Fig* 1)
weight is located further from the motorcycle’s center of gravity, handling
is proportionally affected.

2.Ad)ust tyre pressure and rear suspension to suit load weight and riding
conditions.

3.Vehicle handling and stability can be adversely affected by loose cargo.
Recheck cargo security and accessory mounts frequently.

4.Do not attach items to the handlebars, fork or fender. Unstable handling
or slow steering response may produce.

Accessories

Genuine accessories of our Co. have been specifically designed and tested
on the motorcycle. Since our Co. won't test and check accessories made by
other company/factory, you are personally responsible for selection, instal-
lation and use of them. Always follow the guidelines under Loading, and
these below:

|.Carefully inspect the accessory to make sure that it does not obscure any
lights, reduce ground clearance and banking angle, or limit suspension travel,
steering travel or control operation.

2.Do not install any cooling apparatus of the engine.

FUEL AND FUEL TANK

Fuel Selection

Fuel is a key factor in deciding the exhaust emissions

from the engine, so selection of fuel must follow the

rules below.

Selected fuel must be unleaded or low-leaded gasoline

with the octane No. RQ-70 or higher.

Fuel Tank (Fig. 10)

Fuel capacity of the fuel tank 1s 4.9L including reserve

supply of 1.0 L.

When refueling, locate the vehicle on its side stand and

open the fuel filler cap by inserting the key and turning

it clockwise through 90 ° ; after refueling, fit the fuel

filler cap onto the fuel filler to close securely.

/A WARNING

® Gasoline is extremely flammable and is explosive
under certain conditions. Refuel in a well-ventilated
area with the engine stopped. Do not smoke or allow flames or sparks
in the area where gasoline is stored or where the fuel tank is refueled.

®Before refueling, make sure to filter fuel first.

® Do not overfill the tank (there should be no fuel in the filler neck).
After refueling, make sure the fuel filler cap is closed securely.

®Be careful not to spill fuel when refueling. Spilled fuel or fuel vapor
may ignite. If any fuel is spilled, make sure the area is dry before
